Connections with the Liturgy

In one way to interpret John’s words that we will never die, the Evangelical Lutheran Worship rite of Holy
Baptism says that “our gracious heavenly Father frees us from sin and death” (p. 227). In the commenda-
tion at a funeral, the pastor prays that the deceased be received “into the blessed rest of everlasting
peace, and into the glorious company of the saints in light” (p. 283). Thanksgiving at the Table VIl (p. 67)
prays that “we, estranged and dying, might be adopted to live in your Spirit.” These are examples of the
goal that every Sunday service prepares us for dying—and for not dying.
